Article 3: Eligible Vehicles

Please note thain some cases it will be necessary for us to apply for waivers if your car is registerectafter 1
January 1968.

In order that we may apply for the waivers on your behalf, could you please supply the following information:

1 Three photos-one general extedr view, one internal view and one of the engine bay.
1 A copy of the vehicle registration document. If your vehicle has been imported itenilébessary for
you to providea copy of documentation that confirms the original build date of the car.

Once wehave received the above we will be able to confirm whether or not additional photos or other
information is required before we are able to process the application for waivers.

Article 3.2: Classes

Competing vehicle will be divided into six categories.s€hmategories may then be split into classes to provide
the best competition between crews and may include criteria for body style, cubic capacity and design age.

The provisional list of category and classes is as follows:

Category 1-Cars of a type firghroduced before 31/12/40
Class A All Cars

Category 2-Cars of a type first produced between 1/1/41 and 31/12/51
Class A All Cars



Category 3-Cars of a type first produced between 1/1/52 and 31/12/62
Class A-Up to 1700cc
Class B-1700cc to P0OOcc
Class & Over 2000cc

Category 4-Cars of a type first produced between 1/1/63 and 31/12/67
Class A-Up to 1600cc
Class B-1600cc to 2000cc
Class & Over 2000cc

Category 5-Cars of a type first produced between 1/1/68 and 31/12/74
Class A-Up to 1700cc
Class B-1700cc to 2000cc
Class & Over 2000cc

Category 6-Cars of a type first produced between 1/1/75 and 31/12/85
Class A-Up to 2000cc
Class B-Over 2000cc

All competing cars must have been manufactured befétddnuary 1986.

All vehicles must be taxed and insured for the public highway. They must further comply with MSA Technical
Regulations and in particular with J5 and R19.1.

Categories and classes may be merged if there are insufficient cars entered in any one categssy or cl

Article 3.4: Prohibited Equipment

A headlamp may consist of a single reflector with a dual filament bulb, or separate reflectors each with single
filament bulbs providing the functions of main beam and dipped beam separately. This will be consigered
equivalent to a single dual filament headlamp unit. Lamp units comprising two reflectors where one is fitted
with a dual filament bulb will be considered as a combined headlamp and auxiliary lamp. In this instance, no
addition auxiliary lamps may betét.

As per R18.5.3. An auxiliary lamp provides a beam other than provided by the headlamp. With the exception of
cars built before T January 1947 the maximum width of the lamp body of any auxiliary lamp must not exceed
222mm.

Auxiliary lamps using gassdharge or LED technology are not permitted and gas discharge or LED headlamp
units may not be retrofitted.

Where more than four beams are fitted as standard, only four may be used and the remainder must be removed
before the start of the event.

Vehiclesmust have all lights fitted and used according to motor vehicle lighting regulations.

Light pods are not permitted.

External navigational or marshal lights are not permitted.

As per R19.7.6. Hydraulic handbrakes are not permitted.

Article 7.2: Refund of Entry Fees

Cancellation PolicyIf cancelled in writing prior t80" August 2017 all payments made will be returned less an
admin fee of £50. If cancelled in writing betweefi 3eptember2017 and20" October, the full fee will be
retained but wherever possible we will allocate part of the entry fee to a future event. 206&1October, no
refunds or transfer will be possible.

Article 10.1: Competitors’ Responsibilities

To avoid participants in HERO eventsing regarded as driving discourteously or without due regard to
oncoming traffic (particularly on regularity sections), competitors must comply with the following:

On single track roads open to the public competitors MUST pull in, and if necessary&&0dhdoming traffic

pass, and following nerally traffic overtake. Competitors must not force oncoming traffic to reverse, and must
not force their way past where the road is too narrow. Competitors must reverse if this is necessary. Judges of
Fact wil police this regulation, and will report breaches to the Clerk of the Course, who will at his discretion
apply penalties.

Article 11.1: Route Description

The total distance of the event will be abal450 miles, and the entire event takes place on tarredds apart
from short sections which may be on private land utilising both surfaced and smooth gravel surfaces. On each
leg there will be regularity sectigrand special tests. Trapecialtests will be on private land.

Article 11.2: Road Book and Other Instructions

A detailed ordnance survey map book at a scale of 1:50,000 will be produced and the route instructions should
be plotted on this map book.



Article 11.3: Maps

Article 16.2: General Procedure

All controls must be visited in the corres¢quence, and in the direction of the rally route. Controls visited out
of order, approached or departed in the wrong direction will be deemed not to have been visited and the
equivalent penalty applied.

Article 16.8: Time Controls (TC)

Time controls wilbe located along the route at previously disclosed locations, to ensure adherence to the route
and time schedule set. Lateness, early arrival or failure to visit within maximum permitted lateness (MPL) will be
penalised. Lateness penalties will not excéleel penalty for failing to visit the TC.

Article 16.9: Passage Controls (PC) and Route Checks (RC)

PCs and RCs will be located along the route at previously disclosed locations to provide proof of passage.
Competitors may not be told in advance which gots are manned and which are not.

Atmanned PCsandRCst he mar shal will sign, and if applicabl e
be recorded for any purpose other than noting the ord



At unmanned PCs and Riisre will be a yellow stamp board followed by a red stamp board, behind the red
stamp board there will be a fivdigit code which must immediately be written in ink in the space provided on

the time card or competitors will be required to record infornmatisuch as a name on a sign, or a word on a
HERO code board placed by the organisers which may or may not be proceeded by a yellow stamp board. This
must be written immediately in the correct space on the time card. Marshals at subsequent controls maly canc
blank space, in which case the PC/RC will be deemed not to have been visited. Unmanned controls will not
necessarily have the control boards mentioned in Article 16.1.

Penalty for missing a PC or RC 2% minutes
Failing to record information correlgtat a PC or RC 2% minutes

On Le Jog to remain eligible for any form of medal, competitors must not incur penalties at any PC or RC. The
gold standard at each of these controls is zero penalties.

Article 17.3: Timing Points (TP)

TPs will have no admae board, but will be indicated by a line on the road and/or a red TP board. Competitors
will be timed as they stop astride the line/adjacent to the TP board (or immediately behind any car already on
the line). They must then hand their time card and lotiprd to the marshal for their time of arrival to be
recorded.

The Joker system will not be used on this event

Article 18.2: Timed Tests
The following amendments to the HSRs will apply;

Remove: Incorrect manoeuvre without time gain 10 seconds

Removefailure to correctly record a passage control code on a test 30 seconds

Remove: Incorrect code letters being recorded 10 seconds per letter

Remove: An absolute time penalty will be applied for: failing to visit or attempt a test; exceeding the

test maximum timeincluding added time penalties; reversing to the test finish stop line or;
completing a Wrong Test. A Wrong Tasll be given for passing the wrong side of a course
marker, missing or making no attempt to stop at a stgtride line or \ithin a "STOP/GO"

box or otherwise taking the wrong route. If a crew corrects their mistakes (i.e. unwinds) and
ultimately completes the test correctly it will not be considered to be a Wrong Test.
Godeboards on tests will be placed at 90°to the Fdmp board and should be recorded on
the timecard before the test finish. These may be proceeded by a Yellow Stamp board.

Insert: An absolute time penalty will be applied for: failing to visit or attempt a test; exceeding the
test maximum timdncluding added time penalties; reversing to the test finish stop line;
completing a Wrong Test which includes failure to correctly record a code board on a test. A
Wrong Test will be given for passing the wrong side of a course marker, missingiong mak
attempt to stop at a stop astride line or within a "STOP/GO" box or otherwise taking the
wrong route. If a crew corrects their mistakes (i.e. unwinds) and ultimately completes the
test correctly it will not be considered to be a Wrong Testdéboards on tests will be
placed directly behind the Red Stamp board and should be recorded in ink on the timecard
before the test finish. These may be proceeded by a Yellow Stamp board.

Article 23.1: Classification System
A Classification will bestablished, based on the time loshd medal standards lost.



Article 23.2: Summary of Gold Standard Criteria for Le Jog
Gold, Silver, Bronze medals will be awarded to those achieving certain levels of perforasagcArticle 24.2.

Once a medal of anylour is lost, it cannot be regained by fast driving elsewhere. For medal success, it is better
to lose 10 minutes at one time control (which is one failure to achieve gold standard), than one minute at each
of two time controls (which represents two faikks to achieve gold standard). Thus, a gold medallist may be
beaten in their class by a nanedallist who has fewer penalties.

To win a medal of ANY kind, competitors must not lose penalties anywhere other than at the kinds of control
and test set out belw.

At these, they must achieve the greatest possible number of gold standards, and stay within the maximum
penalty at that point, which is the limit for medal eligibility.

MTC & TC Gold Standard: Zero penalties unless otherwise advised. You will loslegimlity for any medal if
you exceed your maximum permitted lateness at any of these controls.

PC, RC & SC Gold Standard: Zero penalties. You will lose your eligibility for any medal if you do not visit all of
these controls.

RS Gold Standard: If you dot visit an RS, or fail to write your start time at a s##rt, you will lose two gold
medal standards for each occurrence.

TP Gold Standard: More than one minute late or early at a TP. You will lose your eligibility for any medal if you
do not visit eery TP whilst they are open.

Test Gold Standard: As given in test instructions (on the class based system). A loss of two medal standards is
applied for every wrong test. If you do not attempt a test you will lose your eligibility for any medal. Medal
standards on tests are class based.

Penalty applied by the Clerk of the Course: If a competitor receives a penalty of 2% minutes or more for an
infringement of the regulatins then that competitor loses their eligibility for any medal.

Article 25.1: Awards for General Classification

No overall awards will be presented.

Article 25.2: Medals and Ribands (Le Jog only)
See Atrticle 22.2 for a summary of the medal and gold standard criteria.
Medals will be awarded to crews who;

(i) Complete the whole route, by b&ing in at every main time control and time controls within their maximum
permitted lateness, and at every other control, check and timing point while they are open; and by attempting
every test and observed regularity section.

(i) Fulfil the criteria blw:

Gold medals will be awarded in each category, as defined in the final entry list, to crews who achieve the gold
standard at every control, check, timing point and test. If no competitor in a category achieves these standard,
gold medals will be awardeto the competitor(s) in that category achieving the greatest number of gold
standards and complying with (i) and (ii) above.

Silver medals will be presented to crews who fail the gold standard on no more than once occasion more than

the number offailures achieved by gold medal winners in their category, and who comply with (i) and (ii) above.

Bronze medals will be presented to crews who fail the gold standard on no more than one occasion more than

Article 25.3: Class Awards

Article 25.4: Team Awards
The Marque Team PrizeSix awards will be awarded to the best placed martgsan of three cars.
Team Prize Six awards will be awarded &l crew members

Article 25.5: Other Awards

Newcomer Driver To the best driver who is competing on their first HERO event.

Newcomer Navigator  To the best navigator who is competing on their first HERO event.

Spirit of the Rally Two awards for the crew, in the opinion of the Clerk of therG@ewand other officials,
has showrthe true spirit of classic and historic rallying. There are no fixed criteria for
this award and crewmay be judged on their ability to overcome adversity as much
as on the manner in which heftpay have beewgiven to other competitors

Against all Odds Two awards for the crew, in the opinion of the Clerk of the Course and other officials,
has showrthe resolve in finishing the event despite what was thrown at them. There
are no fixed criteridor this avard and crews may be judged on their ability to
overcome adversity as much as on thanner in which help may have been given to
other competitors.

Test Pilot To the named first driver of the crew achieving the lowest aggregate scratch penalties
on thosetests which all competitors must tackle; any driver incurring a maximum or
absolute penalty omne of these tests in ineligible.

Clockwatcher To the navigator of the car achieving the lowest average loss of penalties at regularity
timing points tackled by its class.

Concour s d’' Hiseilj benacseparate event, and not part of the main competition. Cars will be
judged at thestart, during the event and at the finish for originality, level and
appropriateness of equipmentrewapparel, attention to period detail, and
stylishness. One trophy will be awarded and dirlishers will be eligible.

Article 26: Insurance

The Organisers have applied for a Blanket Certificate of Insurance to provide competitors who wish to use the
scheme with third party cover to meet Road Traffic Act requirements on the road sections of the event.

The premium will be £90 for UK residents and £125-bighresidents. This premium should be paid in cash at
Documentation.

All competitors who will be drikig on the event will be asked to sign an insurance declaration that they have
cover for Road Traffic Act requirements, and to confirm that all drivers, either (a) are covered by an extension
to private motor insurance to include cover whilst participatinghe event; or (b) are able to comply with the
following declaration.

INSURANCE DECLARATION

Automatic acceptance will be given by REIS to all competitors meeting the following criteria:

Age 19 years or over

Has held a full licence for a minimum of 6 months

Has no more than 6 points on their licence

Has had no more than 1 fault claim in the last 3 years



The vehicle has valid Tax, MOT and is currently insured for road use

Anyone aged less than 19 years will also be accepted at the same price should theuroger be a more

senior member of their family or over 25.

Any competitor who falls outside these parameters may be offered cover at equivalent terms or an agreed
price, if approval from Reis Motorm Insurance has been obtained by the event organisers, prior to the event.
Additional cover provided by this scheme is only effective whilst the vehicle is actively competing in the event,
and remains under the control or direction of the event orgafs$eCover will cease immediately if you are
precluded, excluded or retire from the event.
